What are International Activities?

International activities are planned actions that form part of international education.  So what is international education?  Definitions vary, but the following are all important aspects:

· knowledge and respect for other countries and cultures

· knowledge of global issues

· cross-cultural communication skills (including but not limited to language learning) 
The best international activities are delivered across the different curriculum subjects as part of normal teaching, not as add-ons or confined to one subject.  For more ideas see our classrooms resources.

So now you know what international activities are, it is time to identify who will lead work on them, what your school will develop and what is already happening.
International Policy & 

International Coordinator Job Description
It is important that a school’s international work is planned carefully in advance and that the correct structures and systems are in place in-school to support the work.  The international framework consists of two parts:

· International Policy

· International Coordinator Job Description

Sample International Policies
Ernsettle Community School
We recognise that the personal development of pupils, spiritually, morally, socially and culturally plays a significant part in their ability to learn and achieve. The school curriculum promotes spiritual, moral, social and cultural developments and prepares pupils for opportunities, responsibilities and expectations in life. 

Aims:

As part of our SMSC curriculum and International School Award programme, pupils’ cultural development involves: 

· Pupils acquiring an understanding of cultural traditions and an ability to respond to a variety of experiences. 

· Pupils acquiring a respect for their own culture and that of others and to understand core British Values. 

· Pupils developing an interest in others’ way of doing things and curiosity about differences. 

· Pupils developing the knowledge, skills understanding, qualities and attitudes they need to understand, appreciate and contribute to culture. 

· Pupils challenging stereotypes and becoming well-rounded global citizens. 

Curriculum:

International and cultural education is planned for within each year group during an academic year. This planning is based upon the above aims and uses the Eight Key Concepts:

1. Diversity

2. Conflict Resolution

3. Human Rights

4. Interdependence

5. Social Justice

6. Sustainable Development

7. Values and Perceptions

The large majority of international planning and projects are undertaken as joint curriculum projects between ourselves and St Peter’s International School in Ghana. Over the ten years of our link, we have embedded and strengthened teaching and learning, ensuring staff CPD is an important aspect of international learning. Joint curriculum projects are disseminated and shared using email, Skype and annual reciprocal visits and Parents/Carers are actively encouraged to join in with our international learning. 

Evaluation:

International Education and learning about cultures is an inherent part of our annual School Development Plan, which is evaluated regularly and reported to Governors. It is reviewed annually by the International Leader and biannually as part of the Governors Review Timetable. 

The governors and staff recognise that:

· global issues are an important part of the lives of our students living in a world where economies are increasingly interdependent and global communication is a daily reality. Our students have access to the internet and increased opportunity to travel, watch news stories from around the world, as they develop and follow for example, international sporting events as they happen 

· the global dimension should be reflected in the attitudes and values of our students, the ethos of the school, the Programmes of Study and Key Skills. 

· as a school we have a commitment to both gender and racial equality 
Dog Kennel Hill Primary School

Introduction

Through the inclusion of an international focus in Dog Kennel Hill Primary School, we are able to offer our children a range of experiences that will enhance their learning and raise awareness of their national and international identity. The global dimension is reflected in the attitudes and values of our children, our staff and our school community.

Objectives
By having an international dimension as part of our ethos, we can provide children and staff with a wider variety of experiences both within and in addition to the National Curriculum. Our objectives are:
· To work towards maintaining the Full International School Award

· To continue to develop links with schools in other countries in Europe 

· To develop a variety of global learning partnerships 

· To continue to welcome to our school teachers and pupils from other countries

· To raise awareness and appreciation of environment issues other than those in our locality through joint projects with global partners

· To further encourage interest and motivation through the provision of first hand experiences of life in another country

· To continue to promote communication with national and international partners through letters, emails and other ICT tools and media

· To provide staff with opportunities to compare different teaching and learning styles

· To continue the development of cross-curricular activities with an international theme for all children

· To continue to involve our school community in the international dimension

What will you do? – Action Plan/ Statement of Intent

Application for the Accreditation or Reaccreditation level of the International School Award is a two-step process. Firstly, a school completes the initial application: action plan or statement of intent. What is the difference?

· Action plan – describes the activities the school intends to undertake as part of its application for Award. Schools will receive feedback on their activities within six weeks from the deadline date (the deadline for 2017/18: 5th November 2017). Offline template of the action plan is displayed on the following page and should serve schools for drafting purposes.
· Statement of Intent – a short form listing the eligibility criteria to let us know that you are working towards accreditation/reaccreditation so that we can offer you support. It is submitted instead of the action plan. The Statement of Intent route suits schools that are confident in their activities’ suitability and quality because they will not receive feedback from our external assessors to confirm that the planned activities meet our eligibility and quality criteria. 

There is no deadline for submitting the online Statement of Intent form as long as it is done before submitting the Impact Evaluation.

In order to get the list of your applications you will have to scroll down and click purple ‘Apply now’ button at the bottom of the page. You will be asked to input your Schools Online login details and after that you will be redirected to the ISA applications list. You find the right section either Accreditation or Reaccreditation and click ‘Apply’.
